Many of the tools listed in Toolfind are either free or low cost—and all tools have been tested and are suitable for use by after-school and youth programs. Originally created in 2007, Toolfind has recently been updated by the National Institute on Out-of-School Time to include the most up-to-date tools in a wide range of outcome areas.
